Disposable stands are used only once and create
considerable environmental, health and safety issues
on site.

They generate substantial amounts of waste and
employ higher risk construction practices. In some
regions disposable stands can make up more than
80% of the events total waste.

There is a need for stands, constructed safely which can
be reused in the future, ensuring safer, smoother builds
and importantly contributing to a significant reduction
in the waste generated at each and every event.

We are encouraging Exhibitors to liaise with their
contractors from the outset when agreeing the design
and build of their stand to ensure it will be reusable.

Removes the likelihood of requiring early access
or late working with subsequent additional costs.

All elements of a particular category
must be shown to be reused or
recycled in order to achieve that
classification.
